e 1 x Double cabin bed (up a short ladder) - sleeps 2
e 1 xBunk bedroom - sleeps 2
e Optional: 1 x single camp bed (in den beneath the cabin bed) - sleeps 1

Total across all 5 Safari Tents: sleeps 30 guests
